We’ve had our rooms broken into 
countless times, equipment stolen, water damage due to poor facilities and grounds that were unfit 
to play on. We’ve gone through occasions where we fielded 4 teams in a season, only to drop back 
down to 2, then to struggling to field a second team. The key is, we’ve always had people at the 
Club who refuse to let this Club go. Whatever it takes. They’ll get it done. Past and present players 
should feel very proud of this. There have been many Clubs who haven’t survived 20 years, let 
alone 100. The heart and soul of any sporting club is its members, and in this I feel our Club has 
more than had its fair share of great ones. 

You will learn a lot more about your Club from reading this book. It has been a very interesting 
journey while doing the research. Hopefully you all will find that too. Please note that a lot of Club 
history, is either gone or unaccounted for. Every effort has been made to put forward as much as 
possible. One thing that really stands out from talking to people about our history, is the passion 
that some of our players, past and present, clearly still have for our Club. People like this will ensure 
that we not only get to the 100 years, but that we power on well after it.

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THE BEGINNING 
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Cricket was most certainly the first of the sports to become connected with our Church, as the first 

games were played in 1916, when the Church itself was but a year old. 

Mr. Alan Gray still has a medal which he won in the 1917 season. Some of the early matches, played 
on vacant land in Benambra Street, are vividly remembered. Memories of one in particular, the 
game between "The Would Bes" and the "Has Beens", still bring reminiscent chuckles from original 
members. They remember too, the century made by Mr. Bert Paddle on the Saturday prior to his 
wedding day. 

In the years that followed the Church trust minutes make frequent mention of the Cricket Club, 
whose members requested the use of Church buildings for business meetings, the presentations of 
medals, socials events, and on more than one occasion, for the staging of a concert. 

The game continued to be played up until 1938, when there was a lapse of 2 years. At this stage, 
the Brotherhood took the initiative and revived the club, which has functioned continuously ever 
since, except for an unavoidable break during World War 2. 

 A Sunday school team to compete in a Northcote and Preston Protestant Churches Association 
(Sunday School Grade) was formed about 1935 with Mr. Bill Spencer as Captain. He was succeeded 
by Mr. Carlson and in the 1938-39 season by Mr. Roy Brady. When, in the following season, many of 
the boys passed the age limit for Sunday school grade, the whole team entered the C Grade in 
open-age competition and won the Premiership. At this time Ken Cassin was our leading bowler. 

The Second World War forced our club into recess for a couple of years, as most of the lads joined 

the forces. When play was resumed after the war, the boys who had grown up together in day 
school, Sunday school and at the war, and with others who had come to the Church meantime they 
formed a real team in every respect. The success they enjoyed for a number of years commenced 
with a Premiership in 1946-47. 

Unhappily, the war in the Pacific took its toll. Eric Croisdale, one of the biggest hitters in our senior 
team, went down with H.M.A.S. Perth and "Wig" Thorpe, outstanding batsman of the junior team 
was killed in action in Bougainville. Ralph Mitchell, the only one of the first Sunday school team still 
playing for us at the time, returned from the war with a leg wound, for three years fielded in slips 
and had a runner when batting, because of his disability. His team mates were thrilled when he was 
eventually able to run again and participate fully. 

 Our faithful scorer in the days of the Sunday school team and B Grade teams was Betty Thorpe, 
sister of "Wig" and Bob, and daughter of T.E. (Bert) Thorpe, that devoted supporter of the team. 

 Alan Crawford, the only other member of the original Sunday School team still with us, (although 
not playing) is, and has been for some years, our Sunday School Superintendent, and has, 
incidentally, a son playing in the present Under Thirteen team which began in 1962. 

 The boys in this team are under the leadership of Mr Rob Robertson and play on Saturday 
mornings. Some of the senior members show their interest in the boys and their matches by 
helping Mr Robertson with the organization.

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WAR TIME CRICKET 

Cricketers of Changi - 8th Division troops. Initially after the surrender in Singapore in February 

1942, about 50,000 British and Australian troops were marched to the Changi district. As the war 

went on, the Japanese drew on this plentiful supply of captive labour for work camps, including 

building an aerodrome in Borneo and the infamous Burma Railway. On that treacherous track, one 

in three Australians died of tropical disease, dysentery, malnutrition and exhaustion. In the early 

days of Changi, when energy levels were higher, Test cricket matches were played with the ''old 

enemy'', the Brits. Cricket died away when so many POWs were sent to the Thai Burma Railway in 

1943, but surfaced spasmodically afterwards, even in convalescent camps on scratch pitches.

LEAVING THE CHURCH 

After the Second World War ended the members in church cricket dwindled. The soldiers returning 

from war opted to form or enter into established RSL teams instead of returning to their original 

church cricket teams. This was not the case with the West Preston Methodist team however, which 

stayed strong in membership well into the 80's. It is then that the team started to make the 

changes that has led to where we are today. Team members began to notice that the equipment 

provided by the church was getting ragged and unwearable. The church did not have the funds at 

the time to upgrade the equipment. Alcohol and canteen sales were the main source of income for 

other teams. However, this was not an option for a church team given the beliefs of the Methodist 

Church and a lack of any real clubrooms. A decision was made to break away from the church and 

the Northcote and Preston Churches Cricket Association. The West Preston Methodist Church gave 

its consent and donated all cricket equipment to the team as a show of good will. By this time a 

great deal of the players were not part of the church but those who were could see that the 

decision had to be made. Originally two of the three teams left in 1982 to join the JIKA association 

and the final team followed in 1983. What was The West Preston Methodist Cricket Club had now 

simply become The West Preston Cricket Club. Mr John Hill, who was instrumental in this change 

recalls the move.. 

“A few of us would like refreshments at the end of the day and this was difficult given the churches 

beliefs and restrictions. Leaving the church was in my first two years I think. We acted very quickly. I 

was part of the steering committee that achieved it. The church would not be party to any service 

or sale of alcohol. Because we had very little funds, one of the ways of raising revenue was the sale 

of alcohol, it still is. I realised very early on that we had to do this. We had to start selling alcohol or 

we’d have no money. Something had to be done. When we approached the committee about 

leaving the church, I don’t know if you can imagine but it is a pretty big decision for the committee 

to make, they had been part of it for years. I expected a lot of resistance but we didn’t really get 

any. Even those who didn’t drink could see that without the finances coming from somewhere we 

weren’t going to survive. So then we approached the church. I think it was Risstrom (Reverend of 

the West Preston Methodist Church) and I expected more resistance there however he was 

anything but. He just said “Go with our blessing” and he gave us all the books and everything they 

had. The church owned all of the equipment at that time; I think they owned the mats and 

everything else and he just wheeled it over to us and gave us the lot. So coming from a position 

where I thought there would be enormous resistance there wasn’t. There was just good vibes, 

probably glad to get rid of us at that stage [laughs]. There weren’t that many active church goers 

either left in the Club. There were still a few, Greg and John (Crawford) would have been there. So 

it had steered away from being a church focused club. Another reason for breaking away from the 

church was that they didn’t play on Sundays. You only had one day to get a result. Initially they had 

two day finals. If there was a slight bit of an interruption it made it very had to get a result. Other 

reasons for leaving were that everyone thinks that other associations are always stronger I guess, 

so we perceived that JIKA was stronger and we moved two teams a year across and started anew”.

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THE FAMILY CLUB 

Family has played a big part of West Preston History. In this chapter, we give a special mention to 

those who have shared the experience with family members.  

 

THORPE. The Thorpe Family is one of the founding families of both the West Preston Methodist 

Church and the cricket club that was to form out of it. Bert and Joseph Thorpe were brothers who 

moved to Bruce Street Preston and helped to build up Preston to become its own township. Joseph 

Thorpe had filled the roll of both President and Vice President of the Cricket club by the time his two 

sons were old enough to play for the senior teams.  Robert “Bob” and Egbert “Wig” were both fine 

cricketers and played in the same team for at least one Grand Final match. Joseph’s daughter Betty 

was also one of the scorers for the teams. When World War 2 was announced, Wig Thorpe joined 

the Army and left Australia with the troops, He was killed in Action in Bougainville. There are still 

Thorpe family members who remain members of the church that Bert and Joseph helped to build. 

PADDLE FAMILY. The Paddle Brothers were stars of the cricket club in their time.  Brothers Arthur, 

Robert, Stephen, Ernest, Samuel and Harry all played at West Preston in different times and grades. 

Their farther Joseph also played for the club for a small time. When World War 2 was declared 

several of the brothers volunteered to serve.  After The War the Family moved to North Fitzroy and 

started up a large shoe making business, making low cost work and school shoes. They started their 

own cricket team “Paddle Bros” as part of the shoe maker guild. They then moved to Ballarat to 

open another, larger shoe making factory. On 3rd February 1963 the Family factory was shut down 

due to a fire but is still considered a Ballarat landmark building to this day. 

CRAWFORD – ALAN, GREG, JOHN.  The Crawford family has a long and rich history with West 

Preston (Methodist Church) Cricket Club.  

“My father was a leader in the West Preston Methodist Church for many years and my siblings were 

also part of the Church family as we were growing up. As far as I know, he played post the second 

WW until about 1954. Bob Robertson, who would have been one of the younger players who played 

around the time of my father, decided to form a Junior team to compete in the newly formed  

NPCCA U13 competition. I think I was about 10 years old at the time and my brother John would 

have been 8. The team contained 3 very good players, I Haines, Dennis Bott and Gary Emselle who 

would have played for 2 years before they were too old. The remainder of the team were just 

learning the game and making up the numbers. Fred Perry’s twin boys would have played until they 

were eligible to play in the senior side. I played until I was too old and I moved to play I think it was 

1 season at St Davids.  My brother John believes the competition may have changed to U14 and he 

played until he was too old. Paul Gleeson would have played a couple of seasons in U14. At this 

stage, West Preston was able to field an U16.5 team and I returned I think at the same time Jeff 

Douglas and David Dickson came across from St Davids. John played 3 years in U16.5 and became 

secretary at this time and remained secretary for about 6 years. I think Bob Robertson and Fred 

Perry were Presidents during this period. I had a couple of seasons off, playing tennis, as I was too 

old for U16.5. It must have been around 68/69 when we were able to field the first senior team in 
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what I call the modern era. I think it was C grade. I Haines returned after 4 years with Collingwood. 

John played until about 82/83 but he missed 3 seasons due to a move to SA. I continued to play 

except for part of 72/73 when I was in the Army. I played until the time when we were looking at 

strengthening the club through amalgamation with Prestonite. As you are probably aware, this was 

a difficult time for the club. I think I was 37 at the time, so that will make it about 1988. I captained 

the side for a number of years and held a number of official positions, but I can’t remember the 

details. I was fortunate to play in 4 combined Churches representative teams, and captained 3 of 

them.” (As told by Greg Crawford) 

Alan (father of Greg and John) – Unfortunately, no playing information is available at the time of 

print. 

Greg is a Life Member of West Preston. He played 167 games, and took 15 wickets with a best of 

3/2. With the bat, Greg made 3518 runs, with 13 half centuries and 2 centuries. His highest score of 

263 is a Club Record. Greg was also club president for 5 seasons. 

John is a Life Member of West Preston. (Complete stats are unavailable) 

JONES - CHRIS, RICK, NORM, MICK, DANIEL AND THOMAS.  While Michael was the first of the 

family to come down to the club, you can say that the Jones family is a true West Preston Cricket 

Club Family. Micheal started playing in 1991, his brother Chris followed one year later. Chris started 

in the under 14s team when he was 12. They were followed by their dad Norm and brother Richard 

in 1993. Norms first wife Terri never missed a game until she passed away in 2000 and would quite 

often knit while watching her boys play. All of the brothers and their father were able to play in the 

seniors together. Richard’s sons Daniel and Thomas also played with the Club. Daniel juniors and 

seniors, Thomas Juniors. Their cousin Les (Thomas) also came down for a short time. Chris met his 

wife Michelle in 1996 and she also became a valued supporter of the club and never missed a game 

until they had their daughter Emily in 2008. Chris and Shell helped with events that were held at the 

club, scoring on game days, and were the treasurers of the club for many years. One interesting 

story, Chris was timed out for 88 (v Keon Park – 2006/07 season) after ending day 1 unbeaten. The 

reason he was timed out the next week? He was getting married. 

Norm met his second wife Jen and brought her to the club. They both worked for hours running the 

club canteen. Jen was awarded the Fred Perry Best Clubman award twice, Norm winning it once.    

In what is believed to be a first in Club history, Norm, Richard and Daniel all played in the same 

team together. 3 generations of one family playing in the same XI. Remarkable. 

Chris is a Life Member of WPCC. He won the Paul Gleeson Club Champion Award a record 5 times. 

He played 230 games and took 284 wickets, with a career best 7/42.He scored 4452 runs, with 2 

centuries and 19 half centuries and a high score of 114. He held the position of club treasurer for 11 

seasons. 

Richard (father of Daniel and Thomas) played 139 games, and took 255 wickets, with a career best 

9/36. With the bat, he made 1813 runs, with 1 century and 4 half centuries. High score of 101. 
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Mick has won one Paul Gleeson Club Champion Award. He played 116 games, and took 71 wickets. 

He made 2116 runs, 1 century and 7 half centuries. His highest score is 116*. 

Norm (father or Mick, Richard and Chris) played 54 games, and took 9 wickets, with his best 

bowling 2/29. He made 334 runs with a high score of 43*.  

Daniel played 17 senior games. Thomas only played juniors at West Preston. 

HARRIS - ROBERT, NEIL AND GRAEME.  

Robert is a Life Member of WPCC. He also holds the record for the most runs for our Club. Bob 

played 326 games, made 6009 runs with 2 centuries and 23 half centuries. His highest score was 

112. He took 53 wickets, 1 five for, and best bowling of 5/4. 

Neil is a Life Member of WPCC. He played 191 games, took 375 wickets, including taking 5 wickets or 

more 16 times. His best bowling figures were 7/25. 

Graeme played 64 games and took 48 wickets. He took 1 five for, which resulted in best bowling 

figures of 7/9. With the bat, Graeme made 446 runs, with a high score of 28. 

CHISHOLM - JAMES, CHARLIE, JOHN AND WILLIAM.  

James is a Life Member of WPCC. He played 186 games and took 17 wickets with a best of 4/60. 

James also made 5,134 runs, with 6 centuries, 24 half centuries and a high score of 131. 

Charlie played 124 games and took 11 wickets with a best of 5/20. With the bat, Charlie made 4194 

runs, which included 9 centuries, and 21 half centuries. His highest score is 187. Charlie holds the 

club record for most runs scored in the 1st XI. 

John played 116 games, took 76 wickets, 3 five fors with best bowling figures of 5/18. John made 

2634 runs, with 1 century and 14 half centuries. His highest score is 128*. 

William played 110 games and took 209 wickets. He took 5 wickets or more on 8 occasions, with his 

best figures being 7/44. He made 1327 runs with the bat, including 4 half centuries, with a high 

score of 60. 

BETTINOTTI - ANGELO, FRANK AND JAMES. 

Angelo is a Life Member of WPCC. He has won the Fred Perry Best Clubman Award once, and has 

the 3rd XI Bowling Average Trophy named in his honour. He has currently played 376 games, has 

taken 400 wickets, including 12 5 wicket hauls, with a career best 7/52. He has made 3464 runs, 6 

half centuries and a high score of 84. 

Frank (father of James) has played 58 games. He has made 761 runs, with 1 half century and a high 

score of 74. 

James (Frank’s son) played 16 games and took 10 wickets with a best of 3/13. He made 173 runs 

with a high score of 30. 
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ASBURY – LUKE, RAYMOND AND MICHAEL. 

Luke is a Life Member of West Preston and has currently played 210 games. He has taken a Club 

Record 366 dismissals (337 in the 1st XI). With the ball, he has 3 wickets, with 2/62 being his best 

bowling figures. With the bat, Luke has hit 3869 runs, with 2 centuries and 20 half centuries, with a 

high score of 150*. Luke was also 1st XI club captain for a record 10 seasons. 

Michael played 59 games and made 400 runs, with his high score being 47. 

Raymond (Father of Luke and Michael) – played 68 games, with 6 wickets and best bowling figures 

of 2/27. He made 614 runs with a high score of 46, he was club president for 4 seasons. 

PHELPS – ANDREW, REGAN AND JAKE. 

Andrew has currently played 106 games. He has taken 157 wickets, including 5 wickets or more 5 

times, with a career best of 6/32. He has made 910 runs, with a high score of 64. Andrew was the 

club president for 6 straight years. 

Regan has currently played 55 games. He has taken 57 wickets, with 3 five fors and a best of 6/11. 

He has made 742 runs, with 2 half centuries and a best of 64*. 

Jake (Son of Andrew) has currently played 51 games. He has taken 49 wickets, his best bowling 

figures being 4/16, which included a hat-trick. He has made 680 runs, with 3 half centuries and a 

high score of 74. 

PUTTYFOOT / LAWSON – JOHN, DANIEL, MICHAEL AND JOHN JR AND SHAUN (LAWSON). 

John played 60 games, and took 67 wickets, including 4 5 wicket hauls with a best of 7/20. He made 

865 runs with 3 half centuries and a high score of 61. 

Daniel played 72 games. He made 1098 runs with a high score of 90, with 3 half centuries. He has 54 

dismissals. 

Michael and John Jr spent most of their time playing juniors at West Preston, helping out in the 

seniors on a few occasions when we were short on numbers. 

Shaun (Son in Law to John) played 114 games, and took 38 wickets with best bowling figures of 3/4. 

He made 1616 runs, with 4 half centuries and a high score of 79. Shaun introduced the Puttyfoot 

family to West Preston. 

SACCHETTA – JOHN, ALEX AND MICHAEL. 

John played 184 games, made 4396 runs with 21 half centuries and 4 centuries. His highest score 

was 115*. With the ball he took 44 wickets with a career best 5/50. 

Alex played 12 games. He scored 220 runs, with 2 half centuries and a high score of 61*. 

Michael played 3 games. 
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CORNFORD – CRAIG, BRAD, BRYAN AND DYLAN. 

Craig played 26 games and took 45 wickets with 4/15 being his best bowling figures. With the bat, 

he made 610 runs, with an unbeaten 107 his highest score. 

Brad (son of Craig) played 24 games and took 14 wickets. Best bowling of 2/16. With the bat he 

made 192 runs with a high score of 19*. 

Bryan played 16 games and took 26 wickets, with 5/20 as his best bowling figures. 

Dylan played 3 games. 

MILLS – DANIEL, MATTHEW AND CHANCE. 

Daniel played 44 games and took 74 wickets with a best of 4/28. He made 497 runs with 2 50’s and 

a high score of 84. 

Matthew played 38 games, took 66 wickets with a best of 5/8. With the bat, he made 588 runs with 

a high score of 46. 

Chance played 11 games. 

WINDEBANK – ADAM, LUKE AND BEN. 

Adam played 21 games and took 15 wickets, with a best of 3/55. He made 267 runs with a best 

score of 39*. 

Luke played 18 games and made 395 runs with a high score of 92. He took 46 wickets which 

included his best figures of 7/34. 

Ben played 2 games.

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HILL Y – “IT’S NOT JUST THE TALENT, IT’S THE WORK YOU PUT INTO IT.” 

Q – When and how did you join the club? 

A – I joined the club in 1974/75. I was hanging around some very unsavoury characters who now 

have now grow into very respectable middle aged gentlemen [laughs], but who perhaps at the time 

….They had a lot of problems with the constabulary. Diaper Dan worked with David Cope and I was 

keeping at school (Ivanhoe Grammar). I mentioned to him (Dan) that I wanted to play cricket. David 

Cope and Warwick Vincent came around and knocked on the door to do a recruitment thing; this is 

when they went house to house to recruit people, unheard of now. I still remember my first time 

there. It does scare me that just the other night I realised that I have been with the club for 42 

seasons. Out of the 100 that’s 42% of the time the clubs been going [laughs]. The irony is that they 

had a Youth club two doors down from me but I never went. 

Q – What are some of your first memories of the club? 

A - We had 3 teams as well as the juniors.  The A grade was very strong. There was a huge amount 

of new blood at the club and I just remember things moving very quickly. The next year I was 

appointed as social secretary, there was no vote I was just given the job [laughs].  The 1st and 2nds 

teams trained separately. I spent my first year in the 3rds team and then spent time in the 2nds 

before being invited to train with the 1sts team. Back then you had to be invited to train with the 

1sts, it was terrifying. The 1st XI would meet at one end where the mats were kept in the house in 

Bruce Street. The main people who would come down were Crawford and Gleeson. Gleeso was 

very open, he was marvellous. In the early days before we put the tent up down near the old pool, 

we would put everything on ice earlier in the day. We had a key from the school and would store it 

there out of the way and come along at the end of the day to collect it. Then we started putting the 

tent up every time. There are still pegs there I reckon, that we failed to pull up. At 10 o’clock at 

night after a considerable amount of refreshments [laughs]. We were putting it up at the start of 

the day and pulling it down in the dark. It was an enormous amount of work. Once the tents were 

down we would go to the vintage bar. It was a while ago. I remember it was 19 cents a glass, no one 

drank pots because pots were only for alcoholics back then [laughs]. We all drank glasses and I 

remember thinking that I can’t wait until it goes up to 20 cents but it bypassed that and went up to 

22. We won the flag that year. A few of us were lucky enough to play in the A grade team that year 

but not in the finals. The 75/76 final was where Hainesy was given out “handled the ball” and I was 

in that tiny toilet next to where our club rooms are now [laughs]. He came in and I thought I’m 

dead. He got it (the ball) out of the top of his pad and gave it to Noel Nelson, the umpire and they 

gave him out. I took over keeping from David Dixon.  Arthur Coats was an amateur photographer 

and he took a number of our first group photos.  

I remember Lambo and I just watching. We just sit down on the first day, pull our chairs out and 

watch someone make 100. Enviably it was Gleeso or Dicko. Not sure Alfie ever got there, he made a 

few magnificent 50’s. He used to get hit everywhere. He had a habit of getting in line with the ball 

that struck him [laugh].To give you an idea of how strong we were back then, the association 

captain was our captain Greg Crawford. The association opining bowler was Neil Harris. The 

associations other opening bowler was Paul Gleeson and I was the stand by keeper for Warren 
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Williams. Those years between 1974 and 1984, there was a premiership in there. At our level I 

believe you play your best cricket from 32 to probably 38 and I reckon we had a lot of guys who 

were at that right age.  I still remember they were very strong years and going out to bat with fear. 

The work ethic was different and there were harsh consequences for failure. One game I was hit on 

the knee and my leg swelled right up. We had a 12th man there thankfully, but he had to go and 

Hainesy just dragged me back out on the ground and moved me to fine leg. I could hardly move and 

was in agony. He said  “I don’t care if you stand there and let it hit you,” which I figured I was pretty 

good at getting hit with the ball anyways so there I stayed. I’m looking forward to seeing him but he 

still puts fear in me. [laugh] 

Q- There were many fancy dress functions held at the club. In your opinion which was the best 

costume worn by a player? 

A – You can’t go past Bob’s Ronald McDonald. He looked really creepy (laughs). He looked like a bad 

joker or a sleazy Ronald McDonald. It was just off.. [Still laughing.] I do think there are photos of me 

as a half man/ half women. I had a bit of a beard at the time and I’m not sure if I shaved half of it off 

for it or not. One that I thought was underrated was Grant and I went as the Blues Brothers. We 

had a bit of a dance routine warmed up. 

Q - We were told that you filmed a video for Fairfield. Can you tell us more about it? 

A – We did, there was actually one before that as well. You cannot believe how primitive this 

equipment was. I had a 4 channel mixer that I’ve still got, we had to hire the scaffolding and 

camera. We had learnt from a previous attempt that having the camera on ground level just 

doesn’t work. We explored all our options and thought, well we’ll just have to get scaffolding. We 

put up that scaffold every day and I think we did that for Fairfield and Our one. We also did another 

one where I think we did a lot of roaming stuff. 

Q - Who were the best cricketers at the club in your time –  

A – Apart from Gleeso, David Dixon was a pretty good cricketer. He went on to coach Preston at 

VFA level. I didn’t play him at too many other things because I just didn’t want to get beaten 

[laughs].  Gary Coaser . Gary made 100 on debut in Melbourne and went to the same state school 

as me, Gleeso and David Dixon. I have spoken to them both and they have said at separate times 

that Glesso had more talent than both of them. He could literally bowl both arms. He was the 

greatest cricketer I have ever seen, a great master and tactician of the game.  Unfortunately it 

started with his HSC exam. He was asked to interpret the rose poem or something and he wrote 

down the best batting order of the Australian 11 [laughs], of course that didn’t go very far. Charlie 

Chisholm was brilliant, he was probably one of the best batsmen I’ve seen. He knew the difference 

between good batsmen and good cricket players. It is something that we try and teach the young 

ones now. In the opposition that we played there were some sensational cricketers.  

Q – What was the safety equipment like earlier on? 

A – Fear was a huge part of the game. Fear is a strong motivator to do things right. When I first 

started there were pimple gloves, those green pimple gloves. The pads had cane in them and I 
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remember Hainesy hitting me at training one day and I couldn’t move (laugh), I couldn’t lift my leg. 

It went dead and I just couldn’t move it. No thigh pads and pimple gloves. You would put hankies in 

your pocket and hope, but of course but it would never hit it. No head protection at all, it was 

insanity. It was common place for guys to get hit. The old boxes were metal, there were tales of 

them splitting which just makes you want to cross your legs. The equipment was terrible and could 

make it very scary. All of that altered with the idea of helmets coming in. First up if you wore a 

helmet you were pretty much considered a chicken. I wore one for two years at training before 

wearing it in a game. I got used to it before I considered wearing it in game. Ian (Matthews) altered 

it for me a bit so that it dropped down. They were very fearful days. My first set of gloves was 

$37.00 I believe and the average wage was about $20 I think, they were like a week’s work. The 

equipment cost a fortune and there wasn’t the range there is now. When our equipment would 

wear out Ian (Matthews) would fix it. You just didn’t have the money to go and by new stuff. 

Sponsorship was a dream back then.  

Q – In your time as a keeper at the club, we have heard that there were certain bowlers that you 

could tell exactly where they would put the ball, by the way that it left the bowlers hand. Is this 

true? 

A- Yes. It takes A LOT of practice. Back then you trained at it. If you were a batsman you trained at 

it, if you were a keeper you trained at it and they made you train hard at it. We would train on 

Sundays, Tuesdays and Thursdays. Training before a game. Because I was alright at it I saw it as an 

opportunity to use that and play at the highest level I could. Gleeso’s first year at bowling spin, I 

had the most horrific year keeping to him. I could not pick him at all. The batsmen would shape for 

the cut and my hands would go up there and the thing (ball) would sail down the leg. I’d go over to 

the leg side and the batsmen would try and play a leg glance and the thing’s spinning to 2nd slip. It 

was happening time and time again. It was so bad it was just embarrassing. I mean you haven’t just 

missed it, you’ve missed it by a metre. Then one day at Thomastown I just could not pick him so I 

got him in the club and I said “Gleeso you’re going to have to signal me.” He outright refused and 

said “Not a chance, you are going to have to start to learn it”. We worked at it at training all the 

time and then eventually I saw the very subtle signs. The next year was brilliant.  

 

Q- I have heard that the club considered renting a house in lieu of team clubrooms and a need to 

store equipment. Do you know anything about that? 

A – I had a big vision. I saw a house that backed on to Zwar Park. I saw a gate in the back. We would 

have the drive would be lined with nets and lighting. Inside we would have a pool table and a 

proper keg, and Gleeso and I would gladly be caretakers of the place (laughs). I thought it was 

brilliant. This could be somewhere to go and we weren’t putting our money into other venues. It 

was also for the mats. When it rained they were so heavy and terribly dangerous.  

The Amalgamation Years – It was around 1988. Tony Bartle was president and to give him his due 

he tried to get the news around but it just didn’t get to everyone. So I first heard that we were 

considering amalgamation in a rumour that was going around about it. Prestonite, another long 
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established club that my father played for at one stage approached us. Because they had a higher 

grade than us, I don’t think that some of the cricketers such as Crawford and a few of the older 

chaps, couldn’t see us having the time for the club to get to a higher level and we needed to get to 

a higher grade, and I think they saw this as a way to get there. So they brought up the 

amalgamation idea and a few of us were against it. I think basically we felt selfish about the club. I 

think too we thought that maybe because we were that bit younger that we may still have time to 

get to that higher grade yet. We didn’t want the concepts of amalgamation to go through. Also it 

hadn’t worked at many of the other clubs we had seen. Rightly or wrongly we stood against it. 

There are no winners in those situations. We fought a pretty strong campaign. The lack of juniors 

came up so we got the juniors back up and running. We got a future 1st elevens captain out of that. 

We went out with flyers. This was pre social media days, it’s all hard work and getting out there and 

doing it. The meeting was held in the Prestonite clubrooms and we discussed the for and against 

with them, and how it could happen. Gary Kilner gave a magnificent and passionate speech. A few 

of our guys saw it as a take over, and I’m sure Prestonite probably figured the same. The feeling 

that one club would get to dominate and the other would just get swallowed up which is something 

we didn’t want. I got up and spoke against it. I don’t think anyone altered their mind on that night. I 

don’t think that the speeches altered anything in the vote. People went there with an agenda and 

they stuck to it. Half way through the meeting we closed the doors and partitioned off the room. 

Prestonite went one side and we went the other side and we had the vote. I was a touch nervous 

on the vote. I can’t remember the numbers (results) but obviously our side won, if there is such a 

thing as winning. Immediately we lost club members who disagreed with the decision. Friendships 

were tested but luckily not lost.  Had  it gone the other way I’m not sure what I would have done 

either.  So as we so called won, there was a call for president and I saw no other option then to 

stand. I didn’t feel as though I could take this course and then decline the presidency. We had given 

this speech and plan and now we had to do it. Thankfully we had a very active committee. We got 

the juniors back up and running and we got finance through a number of innovative decisions. 

Within 3 years everything was back up and running again.   

Q – Do you still see members of the club who have retired or left? 

I think most of the guys feel lucky to have fallen in with a good crew at the club and we all still see 

each other to this day. Some people met their wives there, it was a very close bunch. Not that we 

didn’t disagree and argue from time to time, of course we did. You may have a passionate 

discussion about it until 3am but there was always an underlying respect. I don’t know if it is a bad 

thing or a good thing but our whole social lives were the club.   

Q - What advice would you give to club members? 

A - Train harder. Know every aspect of your role.  Communicate better and work on a plan together. 

Be aware and be your best. Commit to it. You need a burning desire to win when you wake up. If 

you choose not to then that’s the level you accept. It is a mindset. Live in the moment. “This is what 

you’re doing and this is where you go and do it!” Ask yourself “What can I do better?” and work on 

those things. 
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This is unfortunately a true story [laughs]-  The batsmen at the other end was backing up a long 

way, so I said to myself  “What I’m going to do is , I’m going to get the ball and throw it at the 

stumps”. However everyone knew that the only reason I was keeping was because I had a custard 

arm and it would be lucky to make it, and also the ball would have been dead because it had finally 

settled. So then I worked out that I’d get it to Crawford but if I gave it to him the ball was dead. So 

what I had to do is keep the ball live by knocking it down… How did I know he was going to hit it? 

(laughs) Willy the bowler was not in on this, so as it’s 

gone past the bat the guy’s gone snick and I’ve gone 

“ahhh” and hit the ball into the dirt. Willy did not take 

this so well. I had straight palmed it and Willy asked 

me what the bloody hell I thought I was doing (laugh). 

We didn’t run him out and the plans stopped there.

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MY TIME - IAN MATTHEWS  

Q - What was the club like when you started ?  

A - I joined in 1976/77.  I knew Malcolm Brown from school, and he had joined the same year. Back 

then, our home grounds were at Zwar Park, there were 4 pitches, and we had teams in A, C and D 

Grade.  The 1sts and 2nds played on the pitch nearest to the Preston Baths, and the 3rds on the 

pitch nearest to Bell St and St George’s Rd.  The 1sts trained on their home ground, and the rest 

would train on the pitch near the Jessie St school. 

I think that we used to meet before a game at the front of the house next to St David’s church in 

Cramer St, (both now demolished) or in Jessie Street.  I started in the 3rds and we didn’t win a 

game until well into the next season.  

The 1sts usually played in the finals, sometimes reaching the Grand Final.  I remember the churches 

Grand final used to be played over 2 Saturdays and Labour Day. 

As we didn’t have clubrooms, we would meet after training nights and match days at the Vintage 

Bar in what was known at the time as the Council Club Hotel (now Cramer’s).  I know we spent a lot 

of money there, supporting the hotel instead of the club. Someone came up with the idea of 

pitching a tent, for refreshments after the game. Our pavilion, The Tent, supplied by Colin 

Whitworth, was erected for the first time in about 1980, and this continued for a few years.  

Quite a few of the players knew each other from attending Youth Club at the church.  Some had 

met their partners at the Youth Club, and later married.  Also, a lot of the players had attended 

Newlands High School, as I had.  

Q – What was the equipment like back then ?   

A - Looking back, the protective gear of the day was no frills.  The club didn’t have thigh pads or 

helmets. I was one of the first to wear a helmet, in about 1980.  It had a perspex guard on it and 

was very uncomfortable in the hot weather.  However, this was preferable to getting injured from 

being hit in the head. 

Q – What was a major event in the history of the club during your time ? 

A - One of them was the decision to enter 2 teams in the Jika Cricket Association.  At that time, the 

churches competition was in decline. So in 1982/83, the club started in Jika, the 2nds in D Grade 

and the 3rds in D2 Grade.  Also, I think that was the first year that the club played at Kirkwood 

Reserve.  The 1sts played there, but were still in the churches competition. In 1983/84, the 2nds 

were Runners Up to Mernda in the Grand Final, so therefore advanced from D Grade to C2. The 

1sts started in Jika the following year in 1984/85. That year, the club had teams in C2, D2 and D3 

Grade. That season was the most successful one for West Preston that I know of, as both the 1sts 

and 2nds won premierships. 

Q- I have heard that one of the players suggested renting a house in lieu of team clubrooms, and 

a need to store equipment. Do you know anything about that?  
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A – This was John Hill’s idea.  He explained the reasons why such a property would be of value to 

the club.  These included : setting up a practice net in the driveway, having clubrooms inside with a 

billiard table and bar, storage for the equipment and mats, and a live-in caretaker (I assumed that 

person might be John Hill) At that time in the 70s, the club was having difficulty finding somewhere 

to store the mats.  No one wanted to volunteer, because it was feared that once you had them, you 

would never get rid of them. However, this idea encountered some resistance at the Annual 

General Meeting.  The meeting was held at John Hill’s house due to a double booking at the 

Anglers’ Hall in Murray Rd.   The President, Fred Perry presided over the meeting from the comfort 

of the Jason Recliner.  

The rental of the house did not eventuate. 

Q- There were many fancy dress functions held at the club. In your opinion which was the best 

costume worn by a player?  

A – Phillip Creek in a leotard was pretty good. He came as a ballet dancer. All made up of course 

(laugh).  Robert Harris was a very convincing Ronald McDonald.   

Q – What are your memories of the end of year trips and other social functions held by the club?  

A –There were trips to Sydney on the Queen’s Birthday weekend 5 years in a row, before that  

became too expensive. We went by train the first year, and flew after that. These trips were  

booked by John Hill. As it was difficult to book accommodation as a sporting club, I’ve heard that  

the trip was booked in the name of the Christian Basket Weavers Club. For the next 3 years, we  

drove a bus up to Albury. It wasn’t anything flash but it was much cheaper than Sydney. Over  

Easter, we camped at Deniliquin every year for about 12 years. On all of these trips, many hours of 

solid team bonding took place. The club had an active Social Committee, and there were many 

functions. The ones that stand out were the so called “Social Matches” which often became 

anything but social.  Also there were car rallies, where some participants would do anything to win 

(yes, cheating, ask John Hill about this)  

 

Q – Why did you end up retiring?   

A – I had been an active member of the club for 15 years and wasn’t 

enjoying it anymore. About 10 years later, I came back for a social 

match.  It went well and I hit a 50 (including a six) For several days 

after that, it hurt so much, I said that I would never play again, and 

didn’t. I gave all my gear to John Hill.

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ANGE’S STORY 

Angelo Bettinotti:  Interview 9 June 2016 

“I am a jigsaw piece at West Preston. It’s not about me, it’s about it’s people and the club I’ve been 

part of.” 

Home Grounds: 

Q: What was the ground (Zwar Park) like when you first got there? 

A: Zwar Park when I first went there, I think there were 4 or 5 cricket pitches. There was the main 

features, there was the Preston swimming pool, there were tennis courts up one end and you had 

to watch your back because you always had a ball maybe coming, flying from another ground. 

There was no pavilion as such; there was only that one pavilion, which wasn’t much at all. We used 

to bring a tent down, and pitch a tent, so it would take ages to set up. Also they used to keep the 

mats underneath the school, and we used to have to drag them out. At a later date when that 

wasn’t allowed anymore, we stored them at John Hill’s house down in Preston. We still had to go 

and pick them up and drop them off. On rainy wet days, those mats would go 5 times the weight, 

so you had to peg them in and then the pegs would come out, and at different times the grounds 

would be soaked  so it was a unique type thing. Similar I suppose to the old country town where 

everyone just rolled up and threw everything together and hoped that everything worked out fine.  

Q: We have heard stories about the players going to Cramers Hotel after the games. 

A: Because we never had club rooms of any sort, it was the only place that we could meet after 

training. It was pitch dark, we would go and get a meal down at Cramers. Now Cramers over the 

years has changed its name many times. It used to be called the Council Club. It was Cramers, it was 

also called Richies, so it’s undergone a few names. We use to meet in the bar section and get meals, 

counter meals and sometimes there could be anywhere from 15 to 20 people who would turn up 

and have a meal. Because in those days a lot of us were young and unattached as such, so it was 

somewhere we could go, have a drink and have a feed and then crap on for a while. But that was 

the only option we had, we didn’t have any other options really. Once it gets dark that’s it you have 

to go somewhere. That was it, that was the place we would go after training. 

Q: Do you know why the local council didn’t provide club rooms as they do today? 

A: The council never, there was only one pavilion, why they never actually had pavilions I don’t 

know. There was also 4 or 5 pitches on one piece of land so I don’t know, but there was only one 

little pavilion that is still the one remaining on the left hand side of our new club rooms. That was 

all, that was it. So no one had any such luxurious clubrooms which a lot of clubs have these days. 

They are very lucky, we have come back to, you could say our birthright yeah.  

Q: Why did the club leave Zwar Park in (the 80’s) 

A: The council ended up buying bits and pieces and the school required more land. So then I really 

don’t remember why we had to move on unless we were looking for our own clubrooms type thing. 
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We moved to Kirkwood (C.W.Kirkwood Reserve) opposite the Kingsbury Football Club or Cricket 

Club, we were there for a while but then we also did move around a bit. At least at Kirkwood we did 

have a pavilion as such. We had protection but also we were able to stay back and have a few 

drinks there. We had the pie warmers, a social thing.  

Grand Final Video - You have a picture there of us telecasting the grand finale. We didn’t make the 

finals but we were sort of very friendly with Fairfield and I think Fairfield were in the Grand Final 

and somebody approached them and said “Would you like us to film your Grand Final?” and they 

said “yes” so we went the whole hog. We had scaffolding, we had people putting on the jacket and 

tie and being Richie Benaud and we had different people commentating, and score updates and 

analysis and special commentary and all that. So then we passed that on to Fairfield. I’m pretty sure 

it was Fairfield but I’m not sure who they were playing. Whoever it was, we actually spoke to them 

and said “we can film it for you” and they agreed to cover all costs. We even had a generator 

because we had to run the cameras and the microphones and everything, so we had the generator 

going.  

The Club-  

Q: How did you join the club? 

A: I only come down because John Sacchetta and Carlo Tancredi were my school mates and we 

went through high school together and they started playing there. I used to go down and sit on the 

bank and watch them play and then one day they actually said “get off your arse and come and 

play”. I did end up playing and I’ve been playing ever since. John Sacchetta is the god father of one 

of my daughters, as is Carlo who was my best man at my wedding. 

Q: What was the cricket club like early on? 

A: It was a club that basically was either brothers, brother in laws or close friends. A lot of the kids 

grew up or went to Newlands High School. A whole lot of us went to Newlands High School. That’s 

where a lot of word of mouth and association and friends. It was definitely a community because 

these guys would live and breathe West Preston so it was like your identity. It is like growing up in 

Ballarat you are a Ballarat boy, you know what I mean. . It was amazing, some of the people who 

would come to our club because they wanted to be part of, well a team who won regular games 

and also was enthusiastic. We had people like the Jessop brothers who use to play for Regent 

Baptist and they came to play for us. We had Robert Letchford who used to play for Coburg down 

near the basketball stadium, he came to play for us. Many players decided to come over and play 

for us because either their teams were folding or they were asked to come over because they could 

contribute to the club in one way or another. There was Norm Jones and he had his sons there 

Richard, Chris and Mick. Norm got to play in the 3rds with his sons, that was amazing. Norm 

brought many things to the club, even when we weren’t playing he would run the canteen. His first 

wife used to sit in the car and knit while watching her boys play cricket. I went down there when a 

lot of the boys started going out with their partners. A lot of them would go on to get married. The 

women would come down and we would have anywhere between 8-12 sitting around and then the 

kids would start being brought down as well.  
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Q: Who do you think was the best player at the club?  

A: It would be unfair to pick one. They were all individual and they all had their special abilities. You 

had your Neil Harris, left arm quick bowler who used to love to hit the batsman and also when he 

used to bat, he used to love putting it out the park. You have your Paul Gleeson, who as the record 

books show was an astonishing sportsman, not only in cricket but also in football. To take that 

many wickets and make that many runs was an achievement. Then you have the Chisholm 

brothers, James, William, John, Charles. For them to come down was like amazing.  They were 

amazing. Then you had your Letchford’s (Robert), your Lambo’s (Greg Lambert), your Mongo’s 

(John Mongan) and then with success people came to the club. We had some very good players, it 

would be unfair to choose one. The record books show Paul Gleeson as the star but you know, you 

had your Greg Crawfords and his brother John, amazing cricketers. He could wicket keep, he could 

bat and he could bowl. John Chisholm, James Chisholm, Robert Harris. He stayed on for a lot of 

time. Neil and the things they would get up to were like kids at school. Over the years there have 

been so many people who have contributed to the club.  

 

Q: What is your favourite moment at the club, something that maybe you didn’t think you would 

achieve? 

A: Well put it this way, playing for this long is an achievement as such. Every time I turn up it’s an 

achievement. When I played my 350th game and the club was willing to change venues for me to 

play at home at Zwar Park, it didn’t eventuate because the Fairfield 2nds didn’t fill their team that 

week, so I was unable to play on that particular day. I had my 30 seconds in the lime light where I 
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had an article written about me and photographs taken and a radio interview. It is something I 

don’t seek but if it comes along I’m not going to knock it back (laugh). This year I was asked to play 

in the White Ribbon Cup. You need to have played over 300 games to be able to be asked and for 

the club to ask me to represent them was awesome. My daughters came to see me play and my 

granddaughter.  

The hard times - When the club was in strife and looked like they were going to go down which 

happened to my knowledge at least two times. Once we looked like amalgamating and it split the 

club down the middle, so we lost a lot of people. Either way it was going to go, some people 

weren’t going to stand for it. Then a couple of years ago and it looked like we weren’t going to even 

fill the team and Ray Asbury came down and put his hand up. Whether you like him or not, he came 

down and brought something to the club and wanted to keep things going. Chris Jones didn’t want 

the club to go down and Andrew Phelps, they are all passionate. As long as West Preston is going 

and you’ve been a part of it, you’ve made the club. I’m a survivor, I am someone who has excepted 

that I may not be able to give what I use to and I may not be a force, which is what I thought I was 

when I was younger because you are willing to throw you self around, but I’m part of something. 

One of two remaining people who started at the same time as me. That is something that you can’t 

take away from me and I’ve never had the desire to go anywhere else. It’s like a marriage, once you 

get married sure you have your rocky days and you have your arguments and you have miserable 

results (because winning is one thing but you don’t always win), but if you give up on it and you 

give up on your kids it’s no good. The way I see it is if I can show up on the day then so can 5 or 6 

others. It only takes one or two marathon efforts and you will find that you are contributing. To 

take the uncatchable catch or hit the winning runs. Some clubs have had the ability to hold on to 

their players after they retire. They will come down and watch the games regularly or go on the 

committee. They will help run the canteen or walk around selling raffle tickets. We haven’t been 

able to do that.   

Fundraisers- We used to have one where the Captain’s would be auctioned during particular 

functions and if they had facial hair you would bid to remove either their moustache or beard. That 

was a fundraiser. 

Thoughts for future members - 

Existence is unique, you could be dead tomorrow. Be part of something rather than just an 

observer. If you can be a part of something you have identity, if you are a floater then you don’t 

even have stability. Many a young man has come of age at the club and many times the guys went 

through issues but if you didn’t have something to strive towards then you have nothing. 

Rudderless. Cricket clubs have kept a lot of people’s lives in a straight line and that is an advantage. 

People have to take a lot more responsibility for what they’re asked to do, if they don’t then they 

need to look within themselves and say “was I selfish because I didn’t do as I was told or am I 

inhibiting myself?”

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MY 1ST RECOLLECTIONS – ROBERT LETCHFORD 

My 1st recollections of the West Preston (Methodist) Cricket Club started through the churches 

junior youth club. This was run by Greg Crawford & Michelle Tomasini (Michaels Sister). 

I was invited to play by Greg (it’s all his fault) in the under 14’s which was coached by Gregs brother 

John, this would have been around 1971. My first game was a home game on the oval that was 

next door to the current ground. There were 4 ovals at Zwar Park & we used the two closest to the 

NMIT Buildings. I have no recollection of the result & turned up for the next game which was an 

away game against Fairfield. Now John wanted us there early, if we wanted a lift, which we all did. 

John turned into the car park in his mini. With no parents around (nothing has changed) John 

loaded the equipment into the boot & the rest of us into the mini, yes all of us! 

It wasn’t till about four years later that I found myself paying senior cricket for West Preston in the 

2nds after meeting up with other West Preston players at the churches senior youth club. I was 

playing with the likes of Greg Lambert, John Hill, Robert Harris & others. The club had no pavilion 

but we did have a tent! The after match cool down & replenishing of lost liquids was done at the 

Council Club – Sports bar which is now “Cramers”. The one thing that West Preston was very good 

at was the social side of things. It was always a great opportunity to get together and have some 

fun. The fancy dress parties were something to behold. John Hill was probably the star of these 

events from his half woman half man outfit to his priest one. Mmm thinking about that now makes 

me wonder but I digress. The after training replenishment usually started at “Cramers” once more 

& then finished at Hilly’s place in close proximity to the Church where the cricket club was 

associated with. I always remember in my second year going to the WPCC annual general meeting, 

which was held at the tennis courts near the Reservoir Train Station. All the serious business was 

attended to and then it was time to put together the Social Committee. It seemed that if you didn’t 

hold an official post you were in the Social Committee. It seemed like we had more on the social 

committee than actual players in my early years.  

The one game I will always remember was a one day game on a Sunday against Preston YCW in 

what was called the Sportsvilla cup which pitted the top two teams in each grade from the previous 

year against each other in a knockout competition. Our 1sts were playing in D1 & were up against 

the reining A grade premiers who were 8 grades above us. It ended in a draw & we were 

celebrating like we had won. The Captain of Preston YCW pointed out that we had to toss to see 

who progressed, we celebrated even more. We knew we had a secret 

weapon John Sacchetta! You see we had all been playing cards against 

John for years & almost always lost. So John called correctly & we won! 

I hope the current playing group can get the enjoyment and friendship 

we did & they make their own little bit of history for the future groups 

of players in what hopefully will be at least another 100 years.

I began playing at West Preston Cricket Club in 1992 at the age of 12, in the under 14’s. In that 

team I made some great mates, Luke Abbey, Ben Bliss to name a few. We continued to play at the 

club for many years after that. 

My eldest brother Michael joined the club the previous year, my dad and other brother Richard 

joined us in 1993. My cousin Les also joined us a couple of years later.

AROUND THE GROUNDS 

C.W.KIRKWOOD RESERVE – DUNNE STREET, KINGSBURY 

 

I first walked into Kirkwood Reserve as an eighteen year old who had taken a year off cricket after 

playing for years in the Diamond Valley competition. My first thoughts were “people actually play 

cricket here?” To sum it up, not only was the ground small but the council refused to water it, 

which meant as the summer dragged on it would develop cracks that you could quite literally put a 

cricket ball in. The club rooms were dark, unpainted old football change rooms with no windows, 

and toilets that provided no privacy. While the neighbourhood was good the actual tenants didn’t 

like us much as their rooves, walls, backyards and sometimes windows were constantly peppered 

by cricket balls. However, besides all these things it was home. 

One of the things that was born out of Kirkwood, was a fierce team ethic amongst a group of men 

in the infancy of their cricket careers. After the mass exodus of our first eleven at the completion of 

my first season, I was lucky enough to lead these men and it’s fair to say for quite a few years we 

did everything together. Whether it was myself and Evan painting the rooms listening to Australia 

and West Indies on the ABC in 35 plus degrees without the councils knowledge, 12 blokes (and a 

few partners) mowing the ground by hand so we could play a practice match, or digging a plastic 

barrier into the ground and cable tying it to the fence so we wouldn’t lose as many balls in the 

creek, we did it as team. 

This ethos leeched its way into the team psyche and turned us into a force both on and off the field. 

We were hungry at our best, unsociable, and at our worst downright arseholes. We played hard 

and partied harder. 3 am was par for the course on a Thursday night  while trying to make a can 

tower high enough to touch the roof, followed by a walk home that always took a lot longer than it 

needed to due to some of lives most inspired conversations coming with the ingredients above 

mentioned. 

We enjoyed quite a successful period at Kirkwood, much in the same way as Sullivan, and once we 

learnt how to play it, we had a decided home ground advantage. Unfortunately for all the finals we 

played in, year after year we were unable to achieve the ultimate success, not from lack of 

opportunity.

Inevitably we moved away from Kirkwood. Not because we asked year after year for new facilities, 

or because they built even more houses closer to the ground, but because the local newspaper 

featured a story on the playing surface to which the council abruptly removed us, moving us to 

Sullivan which was a much better ground but was also in the heart of Preston. 

My fondest memories of Kirkwood are Steven Pyralis blowing up his dads mower in the above 

mentioned working bee, Michael Jones blaming me for making a duck because I made him get 

changed in the change room not next to the bar, the semi-final win against Rivergum, deciding at 

about 11.30 pm completely trolleyed to have a hit in the nets with car head lights behind the 

bowlers arm, the invention of stump cricket that would be played for 

hours pre-game, but most importantly, the group of young men that 

made up such a large part of my life for those years. 

It may not have been a great place to be, but it was a great time to be 

there and as a part of our history that should be celebrated. 

Luke Asbury is a Life Member of West Preston and has currently played 

210 games. He was President for 3 years, and 1st XI Captain for ten 

years. 

 

C.H SULLIVAN RESERVE – BLAKE STREET, RESERVOIR 

 

Sullivan Reserve was the total opposite of Kirkwood, the biggest ground by far in the competition. I 

could count the sixes hit in our time there on one hand, but it made them so much more enjoyable. 

The square boundaries were wider than the MCG which I think helped me to develop into a player 

who hits very straight (The current tenants actually rope their boundaries and are the only ground 

in the comp with a fence where this is allowed). There were many 5’s run on this ground, much to 

the disgust of “Harps”. I definitely would have stopped playing cricket by now if we were still there 

as it was ultra harsh on the body, lots of running and a very hard surface with little grass cover. I 
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feel that by the end of our time there we’d worked out how to make it advantageous towards us, 

we knew how to set a field on it and knew how many runs we’d need which oppositions always 

struggled with, because it was so much bigger than anything else we play on.  Despite its size it was 

the venue of the clubs highest ever score, 1/584, which would have been about 1/900 at Kirkwood 

(yep Bobby still would’ve failed with an 80 odd).  

The ground was located behind Crevelli St in Preston, one of the most notorious streets for crime in 

Melbourne. Fair to say if we turned up to training and hadn’t been broken into or didn’t have a 

burnt out stolen car out the front we thanked our lucky stars. We did however run quite a 

successful junior program (free child care facility) from this ground, and saw a lot of joy/tears 

watching the local kids grow up with the club. Best moments at the ground include, me breaking 

my finger but still taking the catch deep on the mid-wicket boundary (next time we played them I 

dropped the same guy twice in two balls), Jayden (J-Dogs) climbing the goal post to put Johnny’s 

hat on top, chasing down 350 vs Preston Baseballers, Ian Harpers 230 not out was amazing (worth 

400 on any other ground), Fred’s notorious beer glass, Trent Thompson smashing into Steve 

Pyralisis’ car whist doing burnouts and moving to Zwar. 

Evan Davis is a Life Member of West Preston and has currently played 212 games. 

 
 
 

THE HISTORY BEHIND HP ZWAR PARK RESERVE - AKA CRAMER PARK 
 
There is a large amount known of Henry Peter Zwar and his huge impact on Preston's development, 
but almost nothing of the acquisition of the large area that carries his name. 
Preston Council in 1972 commissioned a publication "Preston's Parks and Reserves" which gave a 
description of all the recreational areas and their facilities - it also gave a brief history of all except 
two - Crispe and Zwar Park, the latter simply shown as "acquired in the 1920s".  
Although not documented anywhere, it seems likely that part of the land was acquired from the 
family of Ernest Alexander Walker, who was one of Preston's leading citizens in the late nineteenth 
and early twentieth century. 
The family residence "Athelstone" was at the corner of Cramer and Jessie Streets, its elevated 
position overlooking much of the Preston area (a family scene from one of the balconies, pictured 
right). 
Exactly what happened to what must have been one of Preston's grandest early homes appears a 
complete mystery, the site now the Margaret Walker Reserve. 
A brief report in the Preston Leader in November, 1935 revealed that the Council had transferred 
land which it had previously bought for £6,500 at the corner of Frank and Bruce Streets to the 
Education Department for the purposes of building a technical school, but it is not clear whether 
this was the total price of what became Zwar Park, or, if not, how the Leader identified the price set 
for the technical school allotment.   
On the school's opening on 2 February, 1937, the price was said to have been £7,000, the variation 
perhaps the £500 raised by a Carnival held in 1935 to celebrate the Golden Jubilee of the renaming 
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of the old Shire of Jika to Preston in 1885.  The Council later compulsorily acquired another section 
to the northern boundary of the Baths site in October of 1938. 
(Frank Street was the western side of the pipe track extending from Murray Road south to Oakover 
Road, John Street the eastern side, but ending at Bell Street - they became St. George's Road in 
1937 just prior to the Tech opening and after the Government acquired private lands between 
Oakover Road and Miller Streets to allow the connection through to Northcote.  Bruce Street was 
always shown in directories as extending from High Street through to the west of today's Gilbert 
Road, but was never settled between Jessie Street and the new St. George's Road). 
Despite these acquisitions, it appears the Council earlier obtaining land in Cramer Street with 
several references in the early and mid-1930s to Jika teams playing "on the Cramer Street park', 
(but not the City Oval). 
Rather than as a football ground, Zwar Park is probably remembered by many as being the central 
outdoor area for both the Preston Technical School (opened 1937) and the Preston Girl's Technical 
School, then in Cramer Street, now part of NMIT - there was a strictly policed dividing line, which if I 
remember correctly, was an imaginary westerly extension of the baths fence. 
It was a bit like Gower Park - if you won the toss, rather than wind direction it was whether you 
wanted to kick uphill or downhill.  There were two ovals running north-south, I think with the 
rooms somewhere behind the baths. It was used for donkey's years by Preston Swimmers, but I 
can't recall a co-tenant, 
The playing area was flattened out and new rooms and a canteen built around ten years ago, now 
used by the Northern Bullants Amateur Football Association club fielding both under-18 and open 
age sides.  The northern end, once the girl's province, is now mostly covered by tennis and netball 
courts and used by the NMIT. 
The park prior to the construction of the Girl's School was generally known as Cramer Park or the 
Cramer Street Park.  Zwar retired from public office in 1947 and it was over the next two or three 
years that the Council appears to have embarked on a policy or renaming many of the local 
reserves and it probably became Zwar Park around this time. 
One of the oddities of Zwar Park is that an invisible stretch of Bruce Street has always run through it 
- the westerly section from Gilbert Road (originally Elizabeth Street to Jessie Street, then St. 
George's Road to High Street.  The latter section when the Whittlesea railway line opened in 1889 
actually had a manned level crossing for a few years, the Railways Department leasing a small 
portion of Preston Park where the practice wickets now are as a residence for the gate-keeper and 
station master at Preston.   
We mentioned elsewhere that at least three sections were later transferred to the Education 
Department - the 1972 publication places the total area at 5.85 hectares, the Council at that stage 
controlling 3.02, the Department 2.85, but this had probably changed in the Department's favour 
with the section along St. George's Road all part of the N.M.I.T. redevelopment 
Bye, bye the baths of 1928 …

I joined West Preston Cricket Club 9 years ago as a bowler, who can bat a bit, but yet to prove it. I 
played the last 6 games of that season by filling in to help out with numbers. The club was based at 
Sullivan Reserve and had been there a few years. I joined the committee in my 3rd year as a 
delegate. Was happy to put my hand up and help where I could. The following season I turned up to 
the AGM and was nominated and voted in as President. It was to be the first of my 6 years in the 
role. 
 
In my first year, money was tight, bills were piling up and we were struggling for players. But we 
always found a way to make ends meet. At Sullivan Reserve we were broken into at least 6 times a 
year, which didn't help our money issues. We had some really good players, loyal, committed. At 
times we struggled to be competitive on field. With numbers getting low, what is the key to get 
players and keep them, at our club. This was going to be a bigger job than what I thought.  
 
Our first step in moving forward was to get out of Sullivan Reserve. We did a search of grounds 
available and found out that H.P Zwar Park Reserve (our former home ) was only used every 3 
weeks. With some history of our club, having Zwar Park as our old home, we put our heads 
together and drafted a letter to the Darebin Council, to get back home. The move was granted. It 
was one of the great decisions as a club that we made. Great ground, fantastic club rooms. A new 
area to target players and grow our club. Although I had never played there and only been at the 
club for a few years, this really did feel like we had come home.  
 
Our first year at Zwar Park we had 2 senior teams, with our 2nd eleven forfeiting 3 games due to 
lack of numbers, and playing with 7 or 8 players in most of the others. The next move the 
committee made would turn out to the best decision in my time at the club. We met a couple of 
Indian men that wanted to join a club and play together as a team. They had 12 players wanting to 
join. We decided to welcome them to our club and play them as a team, as our 2nd eleven. Our 
condition was that in the years to come, we would become united as one. Not us and them, but as 
one big family. They made the Grand Final that year, but unfortunately lost. What a great bunch of 
blokes. Didn't take long to feel like we had all known each other for years. That move now has us 
sitting with 3 senior teams and on the brink of a fourth.  
 
Money is the main issue for any sporting club. With BBQ fundraisers, club functions and now 
businesses sponsoring our great club, we are getting stronger off field as well. In now what is our 
100th season, there is still a long way to go. Each season will bring new challenges. With Milo 
cricket to return to West Preston and junior cricket on the agenda, we now stop with words and 
start with actions. 
 
The life long friends you make when playing for a sporting club is amazing. 

In particular, the ones made at West Preston Cricket Club. We have 

become a strong multicultural club that makes everyone welcome the 

minute they walk through the door. A lot of people talk about sporting 

clubs being like their 2nd family, the West Preston Sharks are definitely 

mine. 

Andrew Phelps served as President for 6 years, and has currently played 

106 games.

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CRICKET – THE WORLD GAME 

Cricket in our life started very early on the streets. It was more than a hobby that we do every day. 
Those days where we waited for our school bell to ring the end of the day, and go home and get 
changed and be with our friends with our very own equipment like the stumps, bats and rubber 
balls. It is interesting to note here at this juncture, that we evolved with cricket.  

            

Our street cricket just needed a bat, a tree as our stumps and rubber balls (basically ball made in 
rubber). Our petty shops made more money by selling those because we lost a few of them every 
day. At that age we did not learn bowling whereas we throw balls (chuck). Our very own rules set 
the theme and this is what we follow for our friendly matches (a team of 5 we divide amongst 
ourselves), cash bet matches and trophy matches as well. Not to forget the fights we had when we 
break our own rules. Our days would never pass without cricket; even when we are short of 
numbers which gave us another option of French cricket. 

The next stage of cricket we played on different surfaces. It is hard to find a good surface to play 
proper matches, so we try to make a pitch of our own in all waste lands, school grounds and even 
agriculture lands sometimes. It’s not easy to play over there now, but we used to play without 
shoes on those rough surfaces. Probably those are the worst cricket pitches most cricketers would 
have ever seen. 

We didn’t have an individual bat at that stage. We’d collect the money to buy a bat and ball for a 
team. We’d try to make a team with 11 members and arrange a match with another group of 
people. Sometimes we’d never get 11 members to play, so we just play with whatever we had in 
our team. 

 

As we grow older and as the exposure towards cricket took us to another level, we learnt bowling 
and desired for batting gloves, pads and cricket balls. Participating and conducting local 
tournaments which were really an interesting part in our cricket life. We played 8 or 12 over 
tournaments most of the time. Whenever we get a long holiday, there was definitely a cricket 
tournament somewhere. Sometimes we played in the morning at one place, then in the evening in 
another place, to play different tournaments. It was really memorable times to travel with friends 
with cricket bags and to play in different places.  

 

The ball we played with over there was not a proper cricket ball. We called that a cark ball, it’s hard 
to find a seam position, and not much swings with that ball. 
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After some stage we started to play with the original cricket ball, but it was hard to find proper 
grounds to play on with that ball. So we had an option to play with the removable cricket mat. We 
sometimes played with the full mat and sometimes with just half a mat. On the bowler’s side there 
was no mat.  

Some of us got a chance to play in college teams which helped us to improve our cricket, and 
playing with some good teams made us strongly improve our cricket. Moreover, most of the things 
we learnt in cricket was by watching a match on TV. It was very rare to miss a cricket match at that 
stage. 

Our very little experience that time with those fascinations helped us now to accommodate here at 
this place DOWN UNDER.  

When we came to Australia, it was new for us to see children play with proper cricket equipment 
and all the safety gear. Until some age we never used the equipment. We made bats with different 
woods. Here children start to play with a proper bat, ball, helmet etc. They start to play proper 
cricket at that age with that cricket ball. Their parents also support them to play. Most of us came 
here to study so we didn’t get time to play cricket because of study and part time work, but we 
were all interested to play this kind of cricket. (Boopathi didn’t play cricket for a Club for 2 years and 
Arun RB actually umpired on Saturdays)  

The surfaces and the passion with cricket pushed us to start playing cricket here in Melbourne. 
Again, we started from the beginning to make a group of interested people in playing cricket. Some 
of them they didn’t want to play with the cricket ball, so we started to play with tennis ball to avoid 
injuries.  

Some of us were really interested in playing proper cricket, so we tried to organise a team. We 
arranged a team and bought some cricket gear for the team and played some of the Indian teams 
here in Melbourne. It’s all 16 or 20 overs matches. Step by step, we improved our cricket on this 
surface.  

In fact some of our club players played in opposition teams. The cricket we played in Melbourne 
also helped us to improve our friends circle. At this stage we mingled with the players and 
organised a proper team, which we called the Melbourne Woodpeckers. Then we participate in 
some tournaments in Melbourne. We played in most of the suburbs of Melbourne. The weather 
doesn’t affect us when it comes to playing cricket.  

At one stage we thought to organise a tournament and we organised it with 10 teams and 20 overs 
matches. While we played this tournament at Preston, we met a guy (Johnny Bonello) who came 
and watched the match, and asked us to join the West Preston cricket club. It will change our 
cricket to play more properly and at a higher level.  

We all are interested to play for a club as a team at that stage, so we asked West Preston cricket 
Club President Mr. Andrew Phelps, who allowed us to play as a team, and he supported us to join a 
club. But this is a new kind of cricket for us. We never played 40 overs and 80 overs matches. We 
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decided to check our level to represent a club as a team, so we decided to play a practice match 
with one of the NMCA clubs before join the club.  

At the beginning stage of our first year of the summer season we just played what we learnt from 
our experiences. We didn’t think it’s a 40 over or 80 over match, we just played as usual, our 20 
over cricket style. It helped us to win the matches. We all are eagerly waiting for that first 80 overs 
match because that was the first long overs match for most of us, and the first for our team. We all 
wanted to choose batting first, and bat for all 80 overs in that match. Luckily, the opposition team 
won the toss and asked us to bat. We really enjoyed that time and we played all 80 overs in that 
match. It helped us to involve more with this level of cricket. One thing we noticed that is different 
in Australia than in India is that any kind of weather never affects our cricket. Even in summer, in 
any degrees we played cricket and never worried about rain. In Australia, the match is postponed if 
it’s too hot or rains. 

It was really fun times for us every Saturday to play cricket and meet club members over a few 
drinks and discussions with them. Moreover, after we left the club we made plans to get together 
at one place (any ones home) to drink and eat the whole night and discuss the match.

The same time while we played NMCA, we thought to play an Infinity T20 tournament to represent 
West Preston, where we really understood the support from the cricket club. Members came down 
to cheer us on, while two others (Norm and Jenni) provided lunch for during the break. The Club 
has tried to make it as easy as possible for everyone to play, by having reduced fees for students, 
having instalment plans, and to being flexible on when payments are due. We have enjoyed many 
Club Functions, Indian Night, Presentation, $1000 Raffle and the Quiz night over the last few years. 

Overall, it’s a great journey for us with the bat and ball from India to Melbourne. We really enjoyed 
playing on all those different surfaces and with the different kind of balls. In addition to our 
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experiences from back home, the additional support from our club representatives made us grow 
even stronger and better, and we aim to excel in this sport and garner prestige to the West Preston 
cricket club.

Our club has gone from barely fielding two  teams  filled with 2-3 juniors back when I first started, 

whereas now the club has got steady 3 teams up and running with extra numbers for when 

required, and now the club is pushing for another team in the near future.  Our ground and nets 

have been upgraded recently, and is a major asset to the club and made our members happy and 

proud to be a part of such a great club. The club has raised enough money now to support itself and 

the surrounding members and has invested in new equipment such as a bowling machine and 

training aids for the boys. The numbers at training sessions and club functions has steadily been 

increasing and is a good sign of club positivity.  

I would recommend the West Preston to others because the members are generally good blokes 

and we have a lot of fun together. We’re hardworking club members who try to better the club 

from all angles in every little way they can. The club is also supportive of others who support the 

club. We love to have fun and enjoy ourselves here at West Preston. We have a fortnightly 

newsletter with some funny lookalikes and a bunch of funny quotes from throughout the season. 

It’s a great club and has everything you want in any club.  

I’ve had many funny moments at the club. One that stands out in particularly would be when I 

locked my keys in the boot of the car because the key snapped and got stuck. I then proceeded to 

look for the same cars on gumtree that were in the nearby area, and asked to borrow their keys to 

get my car opened up. One bloke actually said yes, come and get them.  I then had to go to dad’s 

work and get the spare key and then come back on public transport. I asked one of the boys for a 

ride to Bunnings to get my key cut, and when we got there I realised my wallet was still in my car. 

Eventually I got the car opened and everything was all good. All the boys at the club remember this 

one.  

Johnny Bonello has currently played 89 games. He’s made 1247 runs, with 4 half centuries and a 

high score of 77*.
