make any right thinking person hesitate, and, we may add,
would make any ratepayer almost apologise for being a resi-
dent of Preston, were such tactics are resorted to by a council,
which should be the embodiment of honesty and an example to

all.

It appears that toward the latter
end of December, 1929, the Pres-
ton Council, evidently at the in
stigation of the enginesr's de-
partment, sent a man round one
morning SIX MONTHS AFTER
THE CROSSINGS HAD BEEN
COMPLETED, to obtain the
authority of the owners concerned
to have the crossings constructed.
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It is alleged that this man went
to each house during the morn-
ing. when the men were absent,
and from each of the women folk
obtained a signature on the
dotted line, and further that in
obtaining the signature the con-
tents of the document were not
read over and explained.

In any event the husbands are, in
95 per cent. of the cases under
notice the rated owners of the
properties, and to obtain the sig-
nature of the wife to an order in
tnese cases, six months after the
work had actually been completed,
is nothing less than a confidence
trick and an admission of ineffici-
ency.

This subterfuge was dishon:st, and
probably had the council known of
it, it would never have been pra:-
tised. It was evidently recog-
nised by someone that th: council
had little chance of collecting the
cost of the crossings if an order
of some sort could not be pro:
duced. When the council repra-
sentative visited tne various
houses to get a belated authority,
good care was taken to leave no
duplicate, which is the recognised
legal custom when contracts are
being entered into. It se2ms as
though it is nothing less than an
attempt to blujdgeon residents in
these streets into paying for
something th=y did not ask for
or authorise, and which many of
tnem did not want and cannot
pay for,

At the meciing of the Regent Cen-
tral Progress Association meeting on
Tuesday. Mr. Black. in referring to
the cost of his street  construction,
siid he had paid  the cost of street
making and for the sum of 1 - had
obtained a ¢learunce from the council.
Four davs later  he received an ac-
count for £3.4.- the alleged cost of
a Jrive, which was not authorised by
him., Furthermore, an ofticer ot the
Preston Council had produced to him
what purported to be his signature to
an authorisation.

“Imagine my amazement,” said Mr.
Black, “at this discovery, when on
the date which the alleged autnor-
isation bore, | was 300 miles from
Preston.”

Thomas Tidd, to Evangeline, third
daughter of Mr, and Mrs, Benjamin
Johnson.” Mr., Tidd is 83 years of
age, and for the past 74 ycars has re-
sided in Preston. He was horn at
Oakham Rutland. England, on July
17, 1847, and came to Melhourne with
his parents in 1856. IHis father was
an orchardist in  Spring  St.. with
whom the son worked, also filling in
time at the huilding trade. and later
joined the local council as foreman,
retiring after 45 years' service. Mr,
Tidd's memory is remarkably good, as
he recounts many interesting event:;

If the plants are to be kept over for
4 second or third year, then the whole
of the runners, other than those re-
quired to make good any losses in the
vriginal plants, must be removeq, ;md
the ground between the original
plants must be well broken up and
manured in late summer or early
autumn, so that the plants will be in
zvod nick for producing a crop of
fruit the following season.

If the plants have been badly at-
tacked by leaf Blight it is a good plan
‘o cut off all the leaves and burn them
prior to working and manuring the
land, as numerous fungus spores are
destroyed thereby. The burning off
i~ best done by scattering a little loose
dry straw over the plants when the
ieaves have been cut off and have
dried. and then setting fire to the lot.
A light burning does: not injure the|
plants, but 1s decidedly beneficial.

Diseases .

The most serious diseases of the
strawberry in this State are those of
fungus origin, viz., leaf blight and
mildew.

The former can be controlled by the
use of Bordeaux or Burgundy mixture
applied as a spray, combined with the
burning off of affected leaves, as pre-
viously mentioned; and the latter can'
he kept in check by means of precipl-
‘ated sulphur applied with a light
Feeney dust gun provided with an ex-
tended tube outlet. The ordinary sul-‘
Phur generally used in dusting grapes |
's not efficacious. Jnsect pests seldom
do any very serious injury, but when
leaf-eating " beetles or other leaf-eat-
\ng insects are present they can easily
be destroyed by spraying with arse-
nate of ‘ead; or in the case of cut-
worms these insects can be kept in
check by the use of poisoned baits.

If possible, sponges
should be used only for rinsing pur-
poses and flannels, which can be
more easily kept in order. used for
soaping.

When your sponge gets very torn
or old, cover it with some very coarse
net like that used for curtains. This
bag of net will keep the sponge tidy.
z.md if you do not care to go on using
it yourself vou will find it admirable
as a bath cleaner,

ABOUT BORAX,

Borax drives black beetles away. If
these insects seem to have taken a
tancy to any of your cupboards,
sprinkle the shelves with borax after
you have scrubbed them and before
you cover them with paper.

Add a teaspoonful to your starch
water. [t will keep your iron from
sticking and give your linen a better
gloss, .

If your kettle is furred, add some
borax to the next kettleful of water
and boil. This should remove the fur.
Sprinkled on fruit stains, then
damped and rubbed gently, borax
proves an efficient stain remover,

A teaspoonful added to a gallon of
hard water will make it soft as rain-
water, The most delicate skin can
risk washing with it.

INVISIBLE MENDING

A tear in heavy material, such as
men’s suits and thick coats, may be
‘mended in the following way so as to
‘be practically invisible, It takes
time and a little patience, but the
result is well worth while.

Cut a square of the material left
over when the garment was made
or, if this is not available, cut away
a plece from an under-side where
it will not be noticed.

Fray out the four edges with a
needle to a depth of an inch all round.
Then apply the patch to the torn
part and tack into position,

Now work every thread of the
frayed fringe into the garment. Do
this by putting a darning-needle jn-
to the garment close beside the patch
and running through the material
with invisible stitches.

Insert the thread into the eye and
draw the needle through the gar-
ment. Do this with every thread,
then trim neatly with sharp seissors,

and-it will be impossible to tel] where
the patch is.

RECIPES.

Cornish Pasties.
Take some ordinary short pastry
and roll to rounds of convenient size.
Cut about half a pound of raw steak,
or the end of a joint into small pieces,
with a chopped onion, a piece of
bacon sliced, some sliced raw pota-
toes, pepper and salt, and a little
water, Place enough on half of each
round of pastry and fold over, press-
ing the edges tightly together. Cook
in a moderate oven for half an hour
and then for another half hour in &
little quicker oven.
Apple Tart.
To make this delicious tart you will
require three cooking apples (Bram-

ley seedlings are best), two table-
spoonsful of seedless raisins, one
tablespoonful of marmalade, one

tablespoonful of sugar. a grating of
nutmeg, a flavoring of cinnamon, and
sime short crust pastry.

Make the pastry with short paste
consisting of half a pound of self-
raising flour, quarter pound of lard
or margarine, a little salt, an egg-

spoonful of sugar, and a tablespoonful
of water.
Use a round sandwich dish for bak-
ing. Line this with a layer of short
crust at the bottom. bringing round
and over the edge of the tin, Peel
and chop finely, mix with the other
ingredients, then put all this fruit
mixture into the tin and cover with
pastry. Be sure to make two or three
holes in the top if the paste to pre-
vent juice boiling out. Bake in a
medium oven for three-quarters of an
hour.
Afternoon Tea Rolls.

Put through a sieve 1 cup of self-
raising flour and a pinch of salt; add
4 cup of sugar, then two eggs, one at
a time. beating in well, then } cup of
milk, Put in a greased tin in scone
or roll form and bake for 25 minutes
in quick oven.

OATMEAL FOR BEAUTY.
As a beauty aid, vcatmeal does not
receive its full measure of apprecia-
tion. This doesn’'t mean that por-
ridge every morning will make you
beautiful, On a cold winter’s day it
may be all very well, and even then
it should be followed by stewed fruit
rather than by hot bacon or sausages,
The modern woman knows that, ds a
regular habit, as an all-the-year-round
dish, porridge is not too good for her.
It is too heating to the blood, particu-
larly when taken with sugar and
cream—the best way to take porridge
is as the Scotsman does, with salt—
and anything too heating to the blood
spells danger to the complexion.
Nevertheless oatmeal as a toilet
accessory and a beauty aid does not
receive the honor it should in these
modern times. Our grandmothers
knew its worth, but, like many
another simple and inexpensive beauty
aid. it has fallen into disuse, possibly
hecause it is so simple and inexpen-
sive,
Oatmeal is8 good for every kind of
skin. It must, however, be the re-
fined oatmeal. You may buy the fine
variety at the grocer’s, or you may
buy prepared and scented oatmeal at
the chemist’s, Either will do; the
latter is, of course, more expensive.
For the Delicate Skin.
Apart from the use of a cleansing
cream, delicate skins are better
cleansed with oatmeal than with soap.
At the same time the oatmeal will
soften the water for you. Again, oat-
meal is good for the greasy skin and
for the skin with enlarged pores, and
it is, strange as it may seem. often
better for the dry skin than soap.
One of our complexion experts sets
great store by oatmeal, She contends
that, used in certain ways, its effect
on the skin is so cleansing that it
will seem almost to bleach the skin.
As a tonic for the skin at this time of
year try the following. Mix some
fine oatmeal into a paste with rose-
water. Dab on to the skin gently
with cottonwool, It will become stiff
and crack like many a more elaborate
and less beneficial face mask. When
it is dry remove with cottonwool
suakeq in warm water, A similar
treatment may *bhe given with milk
and oatmeal.
Always remove anything of this
nature the massage wayv— that is, up-
ward and outward. From the mouth
towards the ears and eves, On the

upwards towards the temples. And,
Ly the way, the same rule should be
applied to the putting on and taking
off of creams. The only exception to
the rule is the nose, The nutural ten-
dency here in either putting in or
taking off of cream is to use a down-
ward movement, but that happeus to
bhe right.

Last, but not least, powdered vat-
meal is an absolute godsend to hands
that have to do housework, The appli-
cation of glyvcerine and rosewater is
a sticky business during the day, bhut
will not prove so ir you powder the
hands with oatmeal afterwards, This
kills three birds with one stone, It
removes all traces of stickiness, it
whitens the hands. and it closes up
the pores of the skin. [t may he used
with equal success when any form of
grease has been applied. For in-
stance, some women know that vase-
line or lanoline protects the hands
while housework is heing  done. |[f
the hands remain harsh or sticky
afterwards, oatmeal will 500N set
them right.
