Educated: A Memoir by Tara Westover

An unforgettable memoir in the tradition of The Glass Castle about a young girl who, kept out of school, leaves
her survivalist family and goes on to earn a PhD from Cambridge University

Tara Westover was 17 the first time she set foot in a classroom. Born to survivalists in the mountains of Idaho,
she prepared for the end of the world by stockpiling home-canned peaches and sleeping with her "head-for-
the-hills bag". In the summer she stewed herbs for her mother, a midwife and healer, and in the winter she
salvaged in her father's junkyard.

Her father forbade hospitals, so Tara never saw a doctor or nurse. Gashes and concussions, even burns from
explosions, were all treated at home with herbalism. The family was so isolated from mainstream society that
there was no one to ensure the children received an education and no one to intervene when one of Tara's
older brothers became violent.

Then, lacking any formal education, Tara began to educate herself. She taught herself enough mathematics
and grammar to be admitted to Brigham Young University, where she studied history, learning for the first
time about important world events like the Holocaust and the civil rights movement. Her quest for knowledge
transformed her, taking her over oceans and across continents, to Harvard and to Cambridge. Only then would
she wonder if she'd traveled too far, if there was still a way home.

Educated is an account of the struggle for self-invention. It is a tale of fierce family loyalty and of the grief that
comes with severing the closest of ties. With the acute insight that distinguishes all great writers, Westover
has crafted a universal coming-of-age story that gets to the heart of what an education is and what it offers:
the perspective to see one's life through new eyes and the will to change it.

Authors June Hayward and Athena Liu were supposed to be twin rising stars: same year at Yale, same debut
year in publishing. But Athena's a cross-genre literary darling, and June didn't even get a paperback release.
Nobody wants stories about basic white girls, June thinks.

So when June witnesses Athena's death in a freak accident, she acts on impulse: she steals Athena's just-
finished masterpiece, an experimental novel about the unsung contributions of Chinese laborers to the British
and French war efforts during World War I.

So what if June edits Athena's novel and sends it to her agent as her own work? So what if she lets her new
publisher rebrand her as Juniper Song--complete with an ambiguously ethnic author photo? Doesn't this piece
of history deserve to be told, whoever the teller? That's what June claims, and the New York Times bestseller
list seems to agree.

But June can't get away from Athena's shadow, and emerging evidence threatens to bring June's (stolen)
success down around her. As June races to protect her secret, she discovers exactly how far she will go to keep
what she thinks she deserves.

With its totally immersive first-person voice, Yellowface takes on questions of diversity, racism, and cultural
appropriation not only in the publishing industry but the persistent erasure of Asian-American voices and
history by Western white society. R. F. Kuang's novel is timely, razor-sharp, and eminently readable.

Knowing that he will soon die, Albert ‘Poppy’ Gondiwindi takes pen to paper. His life has been spent on the
banks of the Murrumby River at Prosperous House, on Massacre Plains. Albert is determined to pass on the
language of his people and everything that was ever remembered. He finds the words on the wind.

August Gondiwindi has been living on the other side of the world for ten years when she learns of her
grandfather’s death. She returns home for his burial, wracked with grief and burdened with all she tried to
leave behind. Her homecoming is bittersweet as she confronts the love of her kin and news that Prosperous is
to be repossessed by a mining company. Determined to make amends she endeavours to save their land — a
quest that leads her to the voice of her grandfather and into the past, the stories of her people, the secrets of
the river.

Profoundly moving and exquisitely written, Tara June Winch’s The Yield is the story of a people and a culture
dispossessed. But it is as much a celebration of what was and what endures, and a powerful reclaiming of
Indigenous language, storytelling and identity.
